Wednesdays we ð have a session at 6 til 8pm  at the Community Centre !!  

 

We follow a healthy lifestyle theme and at the moment the majority of the group want to 

cook, so we have switched from making things like shepherds pie or spag bol to baking 

(because they used to burn all of the cakes or cookies they made) and we have decided 

that we will focus purely on baking.  We also play pool and table tennis, there is an option to 

do a Youth Challenge/Youth Achievement or D of E which are all forms of accreditation.  

The Youth Forum (which I will mention more about later) are managing a sewing project 

throughout this session too. We also have workshops covering varied issues such as Drugs/

Fashion/Body image and virtual Babies, basically you guys (young people) you decide what 

you want to talk about and do !!  

 

Thursdays is Youth Forum 4.30 ð 5/6.30pm @ the Link !!  

 

Aelish, Liam, Emily, Evie & Courteney have been looking at issues that they feel that they 

can make a difference with in their community, Previously they have worked on a Fly tipping 

campaign and currently they are working on recycling & fundraising.  They are managing a 

sewing project (within the weds & Fri sessions at the community centre) which is using    

donated materials from the community to make re -useable bags, they plan to donate some 

of the bags to support the ever decreasing bag population from the Food Co -op and also 

plan to sell some of their handy work to raise funds for the youth projects and also for 

them to go to Action Camp (a camp for young people to explore complex issues such as    

climate change or domestic violence for example) next summer. We have team building    

aspects within the session and also go out and about when we can in order to identify new 

issues  The people who take part are rewarded for their participation and for their input 

with    regards to what goes on and what young people want.  Your work is much          

appreciated guys  !!  
 
 

Fridays ð well, we are at the  Community Centre but at  5 til 7pm.  

 

We follow very much the same theme as Wednesdays, although this group is an integrated 

group whereby young people come along who have mild learning difficulties or disabilities.  

The session works really well, we also play board games and do arts & craft making activi-

ties.  

  

What else have we been up to ?? Well, in October Half term, the Youth Forum       

supported the Stepping Stones project when we went on a trip to the Celtic Manor hotel 

and did the Forrest Jump course, they had great fun and it was a great closing activity for 

the Stepping stones project which was a support project for young people moving from   

junior school to high school (year 6 moving to year 7).

 The Local Partnership Board are hoping to bring a great new way of learning to 

the community!  Its called The Pyramid Club, it has been very successful in other 

areas and we hope to get it running here in Duffryn, sometime in the new year.  

 

Buté we will need appropriate volunteers to commit to it.  For these reasons 

there will be an interview process. We will be looking to run courses based 

around numeracy and literacy ñbut we want children to be able to learn in a fun 

way.  We have some work to do yet and we will send a working party to visit a 

successful project in Torfaen in January 2012.  Below is some information about 

Pyramid Clubs and how they work.  

¶ Run by a minimum of three specially trained club leaders  

¶ They take place after school for ten weeks  

¶ Each session lasts about one and a half hours  

¶ The clubs are free  

¶ They are fun ñactivities can include cooking, arts, and crafts, indoor 

and outdoor games, and active play  

¶ Children who might benefit individually are invited to the club  

¶ We may be able to pay out - of - pocket expenses

Unfortunately we have seen an increase in the theft of lead flashing 

from porch roofs on the Duffryn estate.

In the run -up to Bonfire Night we made some visits with Trading Standards, we had some 

concerns about the sale of illegal fireworks. No seizures were made this year, but we are very aware 

that the sale of these illegal fireworks posed a danger to the     community.  Buy them at your peril.  

We will be on the look -out next year. We will be monitoring future sales and certain addresses.  You 

have been warned. 

 

On a more positive note, we had no calls on either Halloween or Bonfire Night.  That great news.  We 

did, however, confiscate a large quantity of eggs from some young males who live in Duffryn.  Again 

misuse of eggs and fireworks can lead to law -breaking and it seems really silly for someone to get a 

conviction for what is essentially a prank.  But, the cost of cleaning and damage does make it illegal.  

Generally though, behaviour was very good, so thanks to all those who enjoyed the celebrations without 

running     anybody else's.  

 

Illegal use of motorcycles is rising slightly.  We have given up on warnings ð get caught and your bike 

will be seized.  Your choice. I know that the Link and local fire officers did some work around speeding 

around the infant and junior school during National Road Safety Week.  Please think about your  speed 

limits are there for a reason.
